The Native Health Initiative (www.lovingservice.us) is a partnership to address inequities in health through loving service that began with a community meeting in North Carolina in 2005, where health professions students and Tribal leaders sat together to design the partnership. One of the unique features of the partnership has been our Summer Health Justice Internships, which bring health professions students to Indigenous communities to work with Tribal leaders on health projects. Loving service, not money, funds this and all of NHI's work. In 2008, NHI-NM was started, and we have primarily focused on youth empowerment in these last 8 months.
